Praise: The second trip to Congo went well and I was able to spend two months, most of the time in the bush,
400 miles from the capital of Kinshasa, helping the people at Matende mission begin to move ahead after 50
years of ruin and neglect. There is an active church and school serving the Lord in the midst of rubble. Belgian
Christians are praying and helping with the project.

We were able to work with the Congolese to clean out a big rain water cistern and put it into operation just
before the end of the rainy season. Since I came back a bad storm has destroyed 4 of the 6 grass school
houses and torn tin off the roof of the main school house. With the dry season people are having a hard time
finding food and have no meat.

Please pray for the major projects that we hope to start with the help of everyone.

Equipping the medical clinic and beginning free pre and post-natal consultations for women.

Starting the agriculture project first with gardens and raising small animals

Starting a nursery school class.

Providing some sort of electricity for clinic, school and a new library.

Helping with transportation.

Providing a source of clean water that doesn't need to be carried from nearly a mile away.

Encouraging the pastor and church leaders with ministry to youth.

Beginning a program of helping get permanent housing for everyone on the mission to replace the

sagging grass huts.

Rebuilding the roofs and saving the mission buildings from total destruction.

Filling a container from Belgium with hospital, school, library and communications supplies.
